The Other Place received its world premiere Off-Broadway with MCC
Theatre, featuring Laurie Metcalf (Lucille Lortel and Obie awards) and di-
rected by Joe Mantello (Lucille Lortel nominee). It subsequently received
its Broadway premiere at Manhattan Theatre Club with Joe Mantello
again directing Laurie Metcalf (Tony nominee). The Other Place was also
a recipient of the 2010 Playwrights First Award; the 20011 Blanche and
Irving Laurie Foundation’s Theatre Visions Fund Award; and was an Outer
Critics Circle Award nominee for Outstanding New Off-Broadway Play.

Many of you may have heard that our opening weekend had to be
cancelled due to a lightning strike. I would like to take this opportunity
to thank Brian Casella (www.yourvividevent.com) and Stephen Cihanek
(www.cihanek.com) for the many volunteers hours they provided to get
the theater back up and running.
